The challenge is to be ‘Pattern and Texture’ detectives.
They will need to look around their environment, indoors and outdoors. Encourage them to touch surfaces to experience the textures and look out for natural patterns and patterns made by people-e.g footprints. Materials they could photograph might include:
 • Fabric, paper, cardboard. 
• Natural materials like slices of wood, bark, leaves, stones or moss.

Helping your child use a camera/ take photographs
· You could use cameraphones, tablets, iPads or digital cameras to take the photographs. If the children haven’t used these devices to take photographs before, explain that they need to be held carefully and the screens touched gently. 
· Spend some time playing with the devices to find out how they work Help the children to open the camera app if it’s a phone or tablet. Encourage them to find out where the lens is on the device, then to look through the viewfinder or at the scree and move the camera to see what changes. Experiment with taking some photographs. Practice tapping the shutter button while holding the camera still to take a photograph.
· Encourage them to move close until they can see when the image goes out of focus, then pull back until it is sharp. Remind them to frame their photographs tight on their subject, cropping out anything else.
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
